1. Parent may bake cake, if a real cake is used, and make icing. 
2. Entrant MUST do all coloring of the icing and MUST DO ALL DECORATING. 
3. The use of plastic is discouraged. (Exception: pillars & dividers) 
4. Teen Division Only:  Prior “Best of Show” and 1st place winners must compete in the next higher division in subsequent years. 
5. Pre-Junior and Junior Divisions will not be required to move to the next higher division in subsequent years. 
6. BOTH PARENT/GUARDIAN AND CONTESTANT MUST SIGN THE ENTRY FORM. 

ENTRY MUST BE POSTMARKED NO LATER THAN FEBRUARY 24, 2012.
